The State Apartments were
built as residential & public quarters of the Viceregal Court; seat of the executive, the
focus of a fashionable social life. Today the Castle is the venue for Ireland’s
Presidencies of the EU, for Presidential inaugurations & for prestigious functions. The
Undercroft is sited at lower ground floor level in the Lower Castle Yard. The Chapel
Royal is a gothic revival building, famous for its vaulting, plaster decoration, carved
oaks & galleries. A guided tour of the State Apartments/Undercroft/ Chapel Royal is
available.

Furniture & fittings were acquired from the last tenants, the Molloy
family. The flat contains a living room & 2 bedrooms (one doubling as a food prep.
area). Outside on the landing is a communal sink, w/c, and storage cupboard (for coal).
Nellie Molloy, one of six children, continued to live in the flat until her death at the age
of 95 in 2002. The flat is now a museum, a visual reminder of how families lived in early

JAMES JOYCE TOWER - The Martello Tower on Sandycove Point is one of a series
of 15 similar towers built around Dublin in 1804 to counter the threat of an invasion by
Napoleon. Demilitarised in 1904, the tower was rented to Oliver St John Gogarty, who
invited the 22-year-old James Joyce to join him. The first chapter of “Ulysses” (1922)
was set here. The tower was bought in 1954 by the architect Michael Scott. He and his
friends set up the James Joyce Museum, which opened in 1962. Now run by the
volunteers of the ‘Friends of Joyce Tower Society’ (with support from Failte Ireland),
the museum collection has grown over the years. www.joycetower.ie James Joyce
Museum, Sandycove Point, Sandycove, Co. Dublin.

Oldest mayoral residence in Ireland & UK (older than London by 15 years). Oldest
free-standing house in Dublin.

MARLAY PARK WALLED GARDEN - The Walled Gardens were restored in 2000.
You enter through the head gardener’s house and tea rooms, and see a Regency-style
ornamental garden, featuring an extensive display of colourful period plants, ranging
from herbaceous borders to shrub beds. The orangery, arbour and water fountain
combine with the other features to create a distinctive atmosphere. www.dlrcoco.ie
Marlay Park, Grange Road, Rathfarnham, Dublin 16.

Gain an insight into the life and times of Mary Aikenhead, the spirit of
her order, its origins and its continuing expression today. She spent the last 27 years of
her life as an invalid. The focal point of the exhibition is her room, where she lived from
1845 to 1858. www.rscmaheritage.com/ Our Lady's Hospice, Harold's Cross Rd, Harold's
Cross, Dublin 6W.
